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LGAARB readership survey - results

Thank you to everyone who took the time to complete the recent LGAARB readership survey. A total of 241 
responses were received.

The survey was conducted in mid March 2009 in order to establish how the bulletin is performing, what you find 
useful and what improvements, changes or extra areas of interest we could include in the future.

We will be reviewing the results from the survey over the next few weeks and aim to incorporate your comments 
and suggestions in forthcoming editions of LGAARB. 

Overall satisfaction 
Readers were asked how they rated LGAARB overall and whether the bulletin achieves its stated objectives.

•	 Overall satisfaction with the bulletin was high with 89% of respondents rating the bulletin as either good or very 
good.

•	 95 per cent thought that LGAARB was either good or very good at keeping them informed about key issues and 
research impacting on local government.

•	 80 per cent felt that it was either good or very good at keeping them informed specifically about LGA group events 
and publications.

•	 69 per cent found the bulletin helpful to them in their current role.

Publication frequency
Respondents were asked how many issues they read a year, whether they were satisfied with the frequency of 
publication and what if anything would make them read the bulletin more regularly.

•	 97 per cent were happy with the frequency of LGAARB.

When asked what would make respondents read the bulletin more than they currently do;

•	 41 per cent specified themes that were more relevant to their role

•	 31 per cent requested different articles that are featured in an email alert

•	 8 per cent would like different formats.

Review of LGAARB themes and their usefulness 
Respondents were asked which themes were relevant to them, how useful they found the content of those themes 
and whether there were additional themes they would like to see featured in LGAARB. 

The most useful themes in LGAARB were: 

•	 local government;

•	 communities;

•	 employment, pay and workforce trends;

•	 regular publications and events;

•	 environment.

The most frequently suggested new themes were: 

•	 research techniques /best practice/case studies/partnership working;
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•	 migration/population/demographics;

•	 leisure/culture/sport;

•	 local authority/local government/public sector finance;

•	 equality and diversity;

•	 access to services/improvement/scrutiny/customer care/leadership;

•	 public health and well being.

(It should be noted that several of these are already featured in LGAARB on both an irregular and in some cases, regular basis) 

Review of email alert
Readers were asked by which method they received LGAARB and to give their opinions on the LGAARB email alert:

98 per cent of recipients are sent LGAARB by email alert;

71 per cent did not want any change to the content of the email alert whilst 23 per cent would like more articles featured;

53 per cent felt that the email alert encouraged them to read the publication when the articles were relevant to them.

Possible developments to the bulletin and the website
Readers were asked if they would be interested in using either an annual archive (featuring all reports listed in 
LGAARB each year) or in registering for shorter topic based bulletins.

77 per cent of respondents would be interested in registering for shorter topic based bulletins in the future

73 per cent would use an annual searchable archive based on all articles featured in LGAARB.

User satisfaction with LGAARB against other information bulletins
233 readers provided details of other bulletins/newsletters that they regularly read.

The most commonly read bulletins/newsletters which deal with local government research are from: 

Info4local, IDeA Knowledge, LARIA, LGIU, IPPR, IDOX, BURISA and GLA, London Councils EMIE/ NFER, LGE and LGA.

Readers broadly felt that LGAARB was of a similar standard to these bulletins.

Knowledge workers and knowledge work
This report from the Work Foundation examines the work-lives of over 2000 workers and aims to analyse the 
level of ‘cognitive complexity’ of different jobs. The report finds that the UK has a 30-30-40 shaped workforce: 
about 30 per cent of jobs have a high knowledge content, 30 per cent have some and about 40 per cent have less 
knowledge content. In addition, the report argues employers are poorly equipped to weather the recession because 
they use workers’ skills and talents less effectively, with the implementation of excessive rules and procedures, and 
giving them little say over how they do their work. For more information visit:

Workforce data standards consultation 
The LGA, Department for Children’s Schools and Families (DCSF), and Children’s Workforce Development Council 
(CWDC) are jointly consulting all local authorities between 20 April and 17 July 2009 about proposed harmonised 
data standards and definitions for the children and young people’s and local government workforce. The proposed 
harmonised data standards and definitions take account of existing standards and working practices and are based 
on the Schools Workforce Census, the National Minimum Dataset for Social Care, Children’s Service Mapping and 
the Local Government Earnings Survey.

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DISTILLATE – design and implementation support tools for integrated local land use, transport and the 
environment
The principal objective of DISTILLATE is to develop ways of overcoming the barriers to effective development 
and delivery of sustainable urban transport and land use strategies and, through them, enhanced quality of life. 
DISTILLATE is co-ordinated by the Institute for Transport Studies (ITS) at the University of Leeds. It is divided up into 
seven projects which cover the range of different activities that are involved in the development of sustainable 
urban transport and land use strategies. The projects cover:

- behaviour and barriers

- option generation

- indicators

- organisational effectiveness

- funding

- modelling

- appraisal

To date, DISTILLATE has developed 18 different tools and guidance documents, across the seven project areas. In 
addition it has produced a web-based tool to help practitioners analyse the issues that apply to them and guide 
them by providing information about which DISTILLATE tools might be appropriate.

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Education and Children’s Services
Local authorities and school improvement – the use of statutory powers
The LGA commissioned National Foundation for Educational Research (NFER), to conduct a study examining how 
local authorities support and challenge their schools, using informal, formal and statutory strategies. Supporting 
school improvement has consistently been a key concern for the Government, policymakers and practitioners over 
the past decade. Local authorities are a central component of the school improvement process, and can use a 
range of strategies (including statutory powers) to assist schools that are struggling to effect necessary changes and 
improve their schools. This report examines the formal and informal strategies that Local Authorities have developed 
to support and challenge their schools, and focuses in particular on whether Local Authorities have (or have not) 
used the intervention powers that have been available to them, and the reasoning behind their approach. For more 
information visit:

Aspirations and attainment in deprived communities
This Cabinet Office report explores the potential to raise the attainment of young people in deprived communities, 
by raising aspirations and changing attitudes within these communities. Young people in certain types of 
neighbourhood are less likely to develop high aspirations. These neighbourhoods tend to have high levels of 
deprivation, however the report shows that not all deprived communities are the same. Young people in some very 
deprived communities – often ethnically diverse, mobile, urban neighbourhoods – tend to have high aspirations 
for the future, whereas in other areas – often traditional working class communities in ex-industrial areas – low 
aspirations may be preventing young people from achieving their potential. For more information visit:

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Environment
New model for domestic energy consumption
Specialist research into domestic energy use by CityForm (http://www.city-form.org) has found that existing models 
of how people use their homes and the energy they consume are outdated.

In the past, traditional domestic energy models identified kitchens and living rooms as the higher energy consuming 
rooms of a house. But the new research shows that people are now more likely to use their bedrooms as living 
spaces, using technology for entertainment and office work and propelling bedrooms into the high energy 
consuming category. 

CityForm’s survey of homeowners in Leicester and Sheffield cross-referenced information about how they use their 
homes with their actual energy use. Analysis then revealed that the number of bedrooms in a household was the 
most significant indicator of its energy consumption. 

These results also revealed a direct link between energy use and technology ownership. As technology becomes 
increasingly important to our everyday lives, these findings could impact heavily on how we calculate domestic 
energy consumption in the future and even how local authorities classify households for tax purposes.

The results have been submitted to the UK Government’s Foresight study into creating sustainable communities by 2020.

Conducted by End Child Prostitution, Child Pornography and Trafficking of Children for Sexual Purposes (ECPAT 
UK) on behalf of the Children’s Commissioner for Wales, this study focused on finding an evidence base for child 
trafficking in Wales. It also examined the levels of awareness of child trafficking issues among social services and 
selected voluntary sector organisations, explored how identified cases of child trafficking had been dealt with 
by social services and the extent to which local authorities promote co-operation between statutory and other 
agencies.

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Hygiene in butcher’s shops
LACORS and the Health Protection Agency (HPA) have released information to councils to support their 
participation in a survey about hygiene in butchers’ shops. The study will look at ready-to-eat cooked meats and 
hygiene practices in butchers’ shops, with a focus on E. coli O157.

The survey was identified as an area for national focus after the outbreak of E. coli 0157 in South Wales in 
September 2005. The outbreak affected 150 people and, tragically, one five-year-old died. The findings of a public 
inquiry into the outbreak, conducted by Professor Hugh Pennington, were published in March 2009.

The study runs over three months from the 1 April – 30 June 2009 and a joint report will be issued by LACORS and 
the HPA once results have been considered.For more information visit:

Using the VivaCity2020 Toolkit: how diverse urban environments impact on quality of life.
As part of the UK research programme focused on Sustainable Urban Environments (SUE), researchers from the 
VivaCity2020 consortium have conducted three detailed case studies of diverse urban environments in London, 
Sheffield and Manchester to measure the quality of life actually experienced by residents and the decision-making 
rationales used by stakeholders in their development of these environments.

Indicators of poor quality of life (litter, waste, noise and anti social behaviour) were associated with mixed-use areas 
where residential housing and the lure of urban living (shops, cafes, bars, pubs, clubs and restaurants on people’s 
doorsteps) were in close proximity. But equally ready access to amenities such as local shops and park space was a 
requirement for good quality of life.

This research has produced a body of evidence about how the process for making urban design decisions works in 
practice and how it can be improved to facilitate urban sustainability. For more information visit:

As part of the UK research programme focused on SUE, research consortium VivaCity2020 has delved into 
the world of the public toilet to find out why this most basic of facilities has gone from public convenience to 
embarrassing nuisance. VivaCity2020 has produced an assessment tool and a wealth of evidence to improve the 
design of public toilets and ensure modern British cities are well equipped for a 24 hour lifestyle with accessible, 
sustainable and more desirable public loos.

The work has produced new evidence, specifically on how to reap the benefits of engaging with local community 
and campaign groups.

War on waste - food packaging study - wave 3
The UK generates around 25 million tonnes of household waste per year, much of this ends up in landfill. As part of the
LGA 'War on Waste' campaign, LGA Analysis and Research commissioned BMRB social research to undertake an ongoing
study of food packaging. The third wave of this study investigated the food packaging levels and composition on 29
common food items from eight retailers. The research showed that 5 per cent of the weight of the contents of shopping
baskets in the study were made up of packaging and the proportion of waste packaging that was recyclable ranged from
57.8 per cent in Lidl's basket to 66.8 per cent in the baskets from Sainsburys . Since the LGA's first survey in October
2007 the weight of food packaging has been reduced overall but the proportion that can be recycled has changed little.

Neighbourhood statistics data exchange (NDE)
The NDE is a new, free of charge, online facility provided by the Neighbourhood Statistics Service. It has been designed to
make it easier for other information systems to interrogate and engage with the Neighbourhood Statistics datastore. By
using machine to machine technology to speed up and simplify data requests, the NDE provides the facility to download
large volumes of data with direct access to over 300 geographically referenced datasets, allowing more complex analysis
of the wealth of information available.

The primary purpose of the new service is to improve data handling for local authorities and other organisations and to
help ensure that decisions on resource allocation are based on evidence.

The NDE will be welcomed by those who are already users of the Neighbourhood Statistics website and who have
expressed an interest  in incorporating data directly into their own systems without the need to 'cut and paste', as the
data can now be easily integrated into existing business tools.

The impact of integrated services on children and their families in Sure Start children’s centres
This Ofsted report is the result of small-scale evaluation involving children, parents and families in 20 children’s 
centres visited between June and December 2008. It found that the effective integration of services is having a 
positive impact in terms of support for children and parents in over half of the centres visited. The least effective 
partnership working seen was between the children’s centres and Jobcentre Plus.

Environment
Making NERC science work for local authorities
The Natural Environment Research Council (NERC) is funding a project to develop its partnership with local 
government (LG). NERC is the UK’s main government agency for funding and managing research, training and 
knowledge exchange in the environmental sciences. The project is being undertaken in conjunction with LARCI – 
the Local Authority Research Council Authority (http://www.rcuk.ac.uk/innovation/partnership/larci/default.htm). 
Tim Allen, who is Director for Local Government Analysis and Research at the LGA is chair of the LARCI Operational 
Group.

Called “Making NERC Science work for Local Authorities”, the project sets out to improve the way NERC interacts 
with LG. This includes ensuring that its science outputs, eg in the areas of climate change and flood management, 
are relevant to and more easily available to LG. The work is covering: 

•	 identifying the key drivers of environmental priorities in LG and understanding the consequent environmental issues 
and knowledge requirements of Local Authorities (LAs) 

•	 gaining an overview of the extent and nature of current links between NERC and LG

•	 analysing how NERC science maps onto LG environmental priorities and where NERC might help fulfil LG 
knowledge requirements

•	 identifying gaps which it might be appropriate for NERC to fill in the future and how LA needs might influence 
development of NERC’s strategy, and

•	 developing mechanisms or tools which will improve the interface with local authorities and the uptake of NERC 
science.

Workshops on LG priorities and NERC science will be held as part of the work. Jo Tudor, who is managing the 
project, would be delighted to hear from local authorities about their environmental priorities and the areas where 
they require scientific knowledge – either now or in the future.

Communities and place shaping
Community engagement for science and sustainability: Insights from the Citizens Science for 
Sustainability (SuScit) Project
It is often disadvantaged members of our society living in poorer neighbourhoods who are exposed to the greatest 
environmental risks, have the worst access to environmental goods and services and who experience the poorest 
health and quality of life. Yet these communities are also the least likely to be engaged in dialogues about how 
science and technology can help to address these problems. 

The SuScit Project, part of the Engineering and Physical Sciences Research Council (EPSRC) funded Sustainable 
Urban Environments (SUE) Programme, is the first of its kind to attempt to provide local communities with a voice 
in the future of urban sustainability research and in so doing identify a distinctive community-led agenda for future 
research.

Centred around the Mildmay area of Islington, North London, the SuScit Project comprised an innovative 
programme of action research and networking activities designed to promote engagement and dialogue between 
the EPSRC research community, professional stakeholders and most importantly local citizens: particularly socially 
and economically excluded citizens, such as older people, single parents, young people, and those from Black, Asian 
and Ethnic Minority communities.
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The process sought to explore whether it was possible to identify a distinctive community-led agenda for urban 
sustainability research, and if so what such an agenda might look like by using an innovative ‘bottom-up’ public 
engagement and foresight process. SuScit then used the information gathered to set out a ten point agenda for 
urban sustainability research.

The SUE MOT integrated sustainability assessment toolkit (ISAT)
The pressure is on for developers, architects and planners to make sustainability a top priority in new urban 
developments. But with 670 sustainability assessment indicators to choose from, how should it actually be 
measured? And which model of sustainability should stake-holders be working towards?

SUE MOT, an EPSRC funded consortium of academic, industrial and community focused partners, has developed an 
all-encompassing tool that will bring some uniformity to urban sustainability. 

The Integrated Sustainability Assessment Toolkit (ISAT) creates a generic, integrated assessment framework which 
will bring together current sustainability assessment metrics, models and tools. The coherent, comprehensive toolkit 
assesses the economic, social and environmental dimensions of different urban environments and unlike previous 
tools, has been created with stake-holders in mind.

Flexible working practices – the case of part-day homeworking
National figures suggest that in the last 10 years the number of people working at least one day per week from 
home has increased by around a third. This FUTURES research considers how flexible working conditions affect how 
this new workforce commutes throughout the working week.

The FUTURES consortium, comprised of seven research groups at four universities spanning the fields of 
engineering, technology, environmental science and social science, has undertaken a comparative study to find out. 
The research centred upon full-time paid employees, and reveals that part-day homeworking is more commonplace 
than whole-day occasional homeworking. This suggests a much greater degree of flexible working than previously 
thought with implications for how commute trips are distributed throughout the day.

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Impacts of new technology on urban traffic management – the case of in-vehicle satellite navigation 
systems
In-vehicle satellite navigation systems are the new must-have car accessory. From 2003 to 2006 there was a 5-fold 
increase in UK sales and last year there were 6 million systems in use.

The current and potential future implications of such prolific sat-nav use for urban traffic management may be 
profound and wide-ranging but as yet are not well understood. The FUTURES consortium has undertaken research 
to consider what these may be.

To share or not to share – reducing single occupant car trips
With more cars on UK roads than ever before and average car occupancy dropping by 15% to 1.7 people per 
journey in the last 50 years, the case for lift sharing to reduce car use has never been stronger. 

Lift sharing enables more efficient travel behaviour by reducing single occupant car trips, yet public knowledge of 
the benefits and impacts of lift sharing is very limited.  Up until now, knowledge of lift-sharing practice has been 
based on small-scale and largely anecdotal research, representing the views of individual scheme operators or 
members. The FUTURES consortium has undertaken the first national level assessment of UK lift sharing practice to 
discover how this practice could contribute to a more sustainable environment.

Environmental assessment of new vehicle technologies with improved confidence
The recent King Review outlined the transition to a low-carbon future for road transport. In the short term, low 
carbon means new technologies in internal combustion engine vehicles and behavioural changes, all the way 
through to longer term plans for the introduction of fuel cell or electric vehicles. 

The King Review also highlighted the fact that technologies beneficial to local air quality issues, especially for oxides 
of nitrogen (NOx), may not be ideal for carbon dioxide and fuel consumption. 

FUTURES consortium researchers from the University of Leeds and Newcastle University have joined forces with 
industry experts to examine some of the issues arising out of the King Review.

FUTURES research has focused on a diverse range of transport related technologies. It has developed fundamental 
understandings of how such technologies can contribute to a more sustainable urban environment.
